
- Raise the hotel's staff awareness of the environment
- Integrate the preservation of the environment in all jobs
- Make our guests aware of environmental issues
- Offer our guests less polluting means of transportation

- Monitor and analyze consumption every month
- List potential technical improvements
- Organize preventive maintenance
- Ensure optimal use of plant and machinery
- Use low energy lamps for permanent lighting
- Use low energy lamps in bedrooms
- Use LEDs (Light Emitting Diodes) for external illuminated signs
- Use energy-efficient refrigerators in bedrooms
- Insulate pipes carrying hot/chilled fluids
- Use energy-efficient boilers
- Use energy-efficient air-conditioning systems
- Recover energy from air-conditioning systems
- Install solar panels for heating swimming pools
- Promote use of renewable energies

- Monitor and analyze consumption every month
- Install water flow regulators on basin faucets/taps
- Install water flow regulators on the showers

- Collect and recycle used cooking oil
- Separate and collect grease from food stuffs

- Recycle ink cartridges

- Check that appliances containing CFCs, HCFCs or HFCs are leak-proof

- Reduce use of insecticides
